Environmental Action Plan Project









In order to solve a problem, you must have a plan!
I Can…

… identify sources and gather information from media and technological resources or databases.

… use MLA formatting to create a bibliography or works cited page.
… write business letters to express ideas, state problems, make requests, or give compliments.
… prepare my work for publication to enhance the final product.

… use a variety of communication techniques including oral, visual, written or multimedia reports to present information that presents a clear position and is supported by examples and evidence relevant to the topic.
… identify connections between science and technology.
For this project, you are going to create an action plan to solve an environmental problem you know is occurring around you. You will be reading another environmental reading book as your next independent reading. The book you read will have an environmental issue in it. I encourage you to use that knowledge, what you learned during our reading of Tangerine, as well as outside research to identify an environmental issue and create your plan.

There will be some time spent on this in class. But do not count on class time to complete this entire project. It will take some independent and collaborative work on your part and some time thinking and reading outside of the classroom.
Pyramid Details:

· The Knowledge and Information provide the base upon on which all the rest stands. I will start here. (This will probably come as you are reading your novel.)
· The Analysis and Application come next. In this stage, I will evaluate my knowledge. I will test it; think it over; take it apart; and put it together. I will analyze the information and how it fits with the topic I am studying. (This is a hard step. It requires you to THINK about what you know and what you need to know about your topic.)
· The Social, Ethical, & Political Issues and Implications section describes what I will do when I am considering the various effects of a particular plan. It is this section that reminds me to consider the effects of my proposed solution (on other people, on the economy, in politics). I will look at other ways people who came before us have done things and the effects their plans had on society or in politics. (This is where some more research comes in. Look at the past; think about the future. Start mapping out a plan. You may have to make a few plans before you come up with one that could be effective.)
· The Proposed Solution is the goal of my entire project. I will make an effort to understand the facts before I suggest a solution. By doing the background work first, my own Project and Product Plan will be strong enough to withstand analysis by others. (This is your final plan. If you have completed the bottom levels of the pyramid, this will be the easy step – completing your final proposal for your plan.)
· Sharing is the most important step. If I take the time to make a plan and do nothing with it, all my work is useless. (For this step, you must share your plan with a business, organization, individual who could benefit from your work.)
A more general outline of your steps:

1. Read novel – continually thinking about a problem you may want to investigate.

2. Identify the topic/problem you want to investigate.

3. Learn the basic knowledge.

4. Select information you know and need to know.

5. Think about that information.

6. Consider a possible plan & start drafting it.

7. Think about whether your plan will truly work.

8. Revise if necessary.

9. Create your final plan.

10. Share your plan (with a business letter introduction).
What should the final plan look like?

This is where you get to be creative!

Your goal is to show me you have completed the action plan steps and have come up with some product, presentation, or plan to take a step in fixing the problem. What your final product looks like is up to you.

The best part… we want to make a difference. Your plan, in whatever form it ends up, must be submitted to someone (a company, person, organization) who may benefit from your suggestion. This means you need to think about the work you put in and what your final product looks like.
